REMEMBERING J UANITA LOVRET

In late 2017, Tustin student John Olson 

approached the Tustin Area Historical Society with 

a proposed Eagle Scout project inspired by a third 

grade teacher who asked him to make the 

historical tour of Old Town Tustin more interactive 

for her students.
